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· Introduction
VIA USB TransmitX Control Center is easy to use software for end-user to do the functions which described as below between two computer systems through USB device port. It can support three functions at V 2.0.0.0 formal release version and the Easy Transfer function will be supported in the future.
1. Data Bridge: It can do files/folders drag-drop operation for data exchange between local computer and remote one.
2. Data Sync: It can do folder synchronization operation between two computer systems. 
3. Internet Sharing: It can do internet sharing between two .computer systems.
4. Easy Transfer: TBD and will be provided in the future.
· How to Use VIA USB TransmitX Control Center

The main GUI frame is shown as Figure 1 and its major functions are described as below:
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Figure 1: The GUI of VIA USB TransmitX Control Center
1. Application Title is “VIA USB TransmitX Control Center”.
2. Minimize Button: Click to minimize application to System Tray. Such as 
[image: image2.emf], double click to recover it.
3. Maximize Button: Click it to set Full-Screen. The default screen size is 800x600. If the monitor display size is less than 800x600, it will set to full-screen automatically.
4. Close Button: Click it to close the application.
5. Data Bridge Function: Click it to open, and shown as Figure 2. If user clicks it from Internet Sharing function, the utility will switch mode from RNDIS mode to STORAGE mode. It may spend some while to finish it.
6. Data Sync Function: Click it to open, and shown as Figure 4. If user clicks it from Internet Sharing function, the utility will switch mode from RNDIS mode to STORAGE mode. It may spend some while to finish it.
7. Internet Sharing Function: Click it to open, and shown as Figure 7. The utility will switch mode from STORAGE mode to RNDIS mode. It may spend some while to finish it.
8. Easy Transfer Function: TBD and it will be provided in the future.
9. Show About Dialog including version and copyright.
10. Working Area to show  eq \o\ac(○,5)、 eq \o\ac(○,6)、 eq \o\ac(○,7)、 eq \o\ac(○,8).

1. Area to show Local PC Folder Tree
2. Area to show Local PC File & Folder List
3. Area to show Remote PC Folder Tree
4. Area to show Remote PC File & Folder List
The Data-Bridge related operations are described as below:

1. Support Files/Folders drag & drop operation between  eq \o\ac(○,2) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).
2. Support hot-key “F5” to refresh list on  eq \o\ac(○,1),  eq \o\ac(○,2),  eq \o\ac(○,3) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).

3. Support hot-key “Delete” to delete folder or file on  eq \o\ac(○,2) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).

4. Support hot-key “Ctrl + C” to copy, on  eq \o\ac(○,2) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).

5. Support hot-key “Ctrl + X” to cut, only on  eq \o\ac(○,2).

6. Support hot-key “Ctrl + V” to paste files/folders between  eq \o\ac(○,2) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).
· Note: this hot-key operation is not allowed at remote computer.)
7. Support hot-key “Back” to return forward directory on  eq \o\ac(○,2) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).

8. Support files/folders Multi-Selection operation for multiple files/folders transfer.
9. Support sorting function for different column type, including “Name”, “Size”, “Type” and “Modified”. Click one column title to do the list item sorting based on pointed column type on  eq \o\ac(○,2) or  eq \o\ac(○,4).

10. Support right-click to popup context menu on  eq \o\ac(○,1),  eq \o\ac(○,2),  eq \o\ac(○,3) and  eq \o\ac(○,4).
·  eq \o\ac(○,1) support item function of Refresh.

·  eq \o\ac(○,2) support item functions of Cut, Copy, Paste, Delete and Open.
·  eq \o\ac(○,3) support item function of Refresh.

·  eq \o\ac(○,4) support item functions of Copy, Paste and Delete.
11. Double-click folder item on  eq \o\ac(○,1),  eq \o\ac(○,2),  eq \o\ac(○,3) and  eq \o\ac(○,4) to enter it and then show contained sub-files and/or sub-folders.
12. Double-click file listed at  eq \o\ac(○,2) to involve this file. (Note: it can’t be supported at  eq \o\ac(○,4)) 
13. While files/folders transfer operation is executing, the “Progressing Dialog” will be popped-up as the Figure 6 and described as below.
14. It popup “Confirm Replace” dialog which shown as Figure 3, if the file has already existed. User can click “Yes” to replace single file, or click “Yes to All” to replace all files, or click “No” to cancel replace this file.

1. Add New Task Button: Click it to add one new task to  eq \o\ac(○,10).
2. Delete Selected Task Button: Click it to remove selected task item from  eq \o\ac(○,10).
3. Sync Selected Task Button: Click it to Start Sync selected task item.
4. Show the Local Computer Picture.
5. Show the Remote Computer Picture.
6. Show the selected Local Computer folder path.
7. Show the selected Remote Computer folder path.
8. Click Button to pop-up “Selected Local Folder” dialog, see the Figure 5.
9. Click Button to pop-up “Selected Remote Folder” dialog, see the Figure 5.
10. The Task List. Default is no item, and the maximum number of items is 32.
11. Item “Status” is a checkbox to select sync or not. If sync is successful, it will show “OK” else it will show “Fail”.
12. Item “Delete” is a checkbox to select delete or not.
13. Item “Sync Class” is a combo-box. For users’ convenience to select his/her folders to be sync quickly, we provide a Sync Class selection item for end-user as following: 
1. Sync specified folder: User can select path by “Select Folder Dialog”
2. Sync My Favorite: OS defined path.
3. Sync My Music: OS defined path.
4. Sync My Pictures: OS defined path.
14. Item “Sync Way” is a combo-box. For end-users’ convenience to easily choose the sync direction, we provide a sync direction mode selection item as following:
1. Sync to Remote 
2. Sync to Local 
3. Sync to Dual: Bisynchronous mode between Local computer and Remote one.
15. Item “Local Path” shows the selected Local Folder Path.
16. Item “Remote Path” shows the selected Remote Folder Path.
The Data-Bridge related operations are described as below:

1. First click  eq \o\ac(○,1) to add one new task, click  eq \o\ac(○,11) to select sync or not, choose  eq \o\ac(○,13) to decide the “Sync Class”, choose  eq \o\ac(○,14) to decide “Sync Way”, then click  eq \o\ac(○,3) start to Sync Task.

2. When Sync operation is executing, the “Progressing Dialog” will be popped-up as the Figure 6 and described as below.

3. When pop-up the “Select Local Folder” dialog, click OK to show the selected path on the  eq \o\ac(○,6) and  eq \o\ac(○,15); otherwise if is “Select Remote Folder” dialog, click OK to show on the  eq \o\ac(○,7) and  eq \o\ac(○,16)

1. Show the Title: there are three situation described as below:
1. Move operation shows “Moving Files…”
2. Copy operation shows “Copying Files…”
3. Sync operation shows “Syncing Files…”
2. Indicate the current transferring file name.
3. Indicate the source directory path.
4. Indicate the destination directory path
5. Indicate the progress bar of single file.
6. Indicate the transferred file sized of single file,
the format is (transferred size / the file size)
7. Indicate the percentage of progress bar of single file.
8. Indicate the progress bar of total transferred files.
9. Indicate the transferred file sized of total transfer files,
the format is (transferred size / total transfer size of files)
10. Indicate the percentage of progress bar of total transfer files.
11. Click “Cancel” button to terminate the transmission.
Internet Sharing Function

The Internet Sharing screen size is default 320 x 240, the components are described as below:
1. Show the progress bar: the progress bar will disappear when initializing or enabling (Internet Connection Sharing) ICS.
2. Show the current status: the string is depending on the current status.
3. Show the button that opens local (remote) ICS: user can open ICS to share internet for another site. If shows “open local ICS” which refer to Figure 8 else shows “open remote ICS” which refer to Figure 9.
After initializing, there are five kinds situation happened:
1. Initialized failed, it means there are some errors happened when initialing, you can follow the error status which shown in the  eq \o\ac(○,2) to check your PC what’s going on.

2. Both local site and remote site CAN access Internet, it means the local site and remote site both have the ability connect to internet. Thus user need not open ICS.

3. Local site can access Internet, it means only local site has the ability connect to Internet, user can open ICS to let remote site connect to internet via local site. The GUI will be shown as Figure 8.
4. Remote site can access Internet, it means only remote site has the ability connect to Internet, user can open ICS to let local site connect to internet via remote site.

5. Both local site and remote site CAN'T access Internet, it means the local site and remote site both don’t have the ability connect to Internet, thus user can’t and needn’t to open ICS. The GUI will be shown as Figure 9.
